Cutting the pipes
1. Cut the pipe square ensuring it is free of score

marks. For plastic pipes we recommend the
use of a plastic pipe cutter.

2. To avoid damage to the pipe insert make sure
burrs and sharp edges are removed.

3. Insert the pipe insert into the plastic pipe. Do
not use any lubricant.
