SUPERJAN 6 is a gas fired electronically controlled appliance which provides
domestic hot water and space heating (radiators) when installed in a Johnson &

Starley warm air heater. The water temperature is controlled automatically by an
integral thermostat within the appliance.
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1 TOLIGHT YOURAPPLIANCE

WARNING: Ifthepilot light isextinguished either intentionally or
otherwise, no attempt should be madetorelight thegasuntil at least 3
minuteshaveelapsed.

Theseinstructionsapply only totheapplianceitself. Oncelit, it will
respond to the controls of the hot water system which it serves.
Instructionsabout the hot water system should be supplied separ ately.

1.1 Removethe bottom door of the air heater.
1.2 Check that the systemisfilled with water.
1.3 Ensurethat the gas and electrical suppliesto the air heater are turned on.

1.4 Ensurethat the Temperature Control Knobissetto ‘OFF’ (fully
clockwise).

1.5 Identify the positions of the‘START’ control ( refer to Fig. 1), and the
air heater ‘IGNITION’ button.

1.6 Pressand hold the ‘START’ control fully in and repeatedly pressand
releasethe ‘I GNITION’ button until the pilot lights (visible through the
viewing port). When the pilot has been lit, keep the* START’ control
pressed for afurther 20 seconds and then release. The pilot burner
should now remain alight. If it does not, wait for aminimum of three
minutes and then repeat theignition sequence, holdingthe* START’
control in for alittle longer than before.

If thePilot burner will not stay alight, consult your local CORGI
registered installer.

1.7 Withthepilot burner lit, push and turnthe* START’ control fully anti
clockwiseto the position marked witha‘FLAME’ symbol, thenturn the
‘TEMPERATURE CONTROL " tothedesired setting (asexplainedin
Section 2). The heater will now operate automatically, controlled by the
water thermostat, providing that the time control onthe Air Heater is
ON.

1.8 Replacetheair heater bottom door.




2. OPERATION OF YOURAPPLIANCE

IMPORTANT: If thewater heater temper ature control fails:-
a. Thewater will get hotter than usual,
b. The pilot burner will go out, and will not stay alight when relit
until thewater temperaturefalls.

I f the above symptomsoccur, contact your local CORGI registered
engineer.

IMPORTANT: If your system incor poratesa water pressuregauge, the
followinginstructionsMUST beobserved: -

a. Do not remove or adjust any component part of the system,
contact your installer.
b. If the system devel opes afault, such asaflow of hot water from

the discharge pipe or the pressure on the pressure gauge falls
below the ‘normal’ level when the system is cold, turn the water
heater OFF and contact your local CORGI registered engineer.

2.1 The Temperature Control will, initsfully anti clockwise position,
control the water to the highest temperature. If alower temperatureis
required, turn the Temperature Control clockwiseto the desired
position.

2.2 Thepilot burner must be alight to allow the main burner to operate
under automatic control. Should it become extinguished, asafety device
will shut off al gasto the appliance after ashort delay.

23 TOSTOPTHE APPLIANCE:

(@)  For short periods. Turnthe Temperature Control to the
‘OFF’ position (fully anticlockwise). Thiswill leave the pilot
burner lit, but prevent the main burner from lighting. Whenyou
want hot water again, turn the Temperature Control to the
required setting.

(b)  For longer periods: Turnthe Temperature Control to the
‘OFF’ position, turn the Start Control clockwisetothe* 1’ and
turn OFF the electrical supply to theair heater.

WARNING: DO NOT turn off theelectrical supply when themain
burnersarelit or damage may be caused totheappliances
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NOTE: Intheinterest of economy, the hot water cylinder and pipes should
be efficiently lagged to minimise heat | oss, and water taps should not drip.
Thewater must be drained out of the applianceif it isto be shut off for long
periods, and frost damage is a possibility.

Check that the pilot burner islit. If not, follow the ignition procedure.
Should the appliance still fail to function correctly, contact your
installer or local gas service engineer.

New appliances. Serviceissupplied under guarantee by theinstaller
for thefirst 12 months.

For your applianceto oper ate safely and efficiently, it is
ESSENTIAL toOBSERVE THE FOLLOWING:

a. If the appliance has been installed in a cupboard, DO NOT
BLOCK any GRILLESprovidedinthe cupboard door(s).

b. DO NOT PLACE anything (clothing, linen, etc.) in contact
with the appliance or its flue pipe.

C. DO NOT USE the heater compartment for storage or airing.
