However, in cold weather you may noticethat theair coming fromthecelling
diffuser isconsiderably colder than the ambient room temperature. In such cases, you canturn onthe DUCT
HEATER inorder toraisethetemperature of theincomingair.

ISTHEDUCT HEATER THERMOSTATICALLY CONTROLLED ?

TheDUCT HEATER isspecificdly designed so that the occupier hasFUL L control of theunit. For thisreason,
isnot thermostatically controlled thereby alowing you to decidewhen to turnthe heater on or off.

HOW DO | CONTROL THE DUCT HEATER?

Theingtalation engineer will havefitted aremote switch onthewal and she should have shownyouitslocation.
Theswitchisfitted with ared neonlight that showswhen power isontothe DUCT HEATER and whenyou
want to turn the heater off, smply turn the switch off so that the red neon extinguishes.

HOW MUCH POWER DOESTHE DUCT HEATER USE?
The DUCT HEATER is fitted with a 500W heating element. The average light bulb is 60W

THESWITCH ISON,BUT THEHEATER ISNOT WORKING.

TheDUCT HEATER isfitted with aspecial devicethat cutsoff the power supply to the heater if it overheats.
However, thefanwill continueto operate! Switchthe DUCT HEATER off and wait at |east 3 minutesbefore
turning the power back on. If thisfailsto curethe problem or the DUCT HEATER continually fails, changethe
filtersinaccordancewiththeHOME'N'DRY ‘XL’ user guide. If, having changed thefilters, the DUCT HEATER
gtill failsto function turn off the power totheHOME’'N’'DRY * XL’ and call an enginesr.
